CRIMINAL RECORDS BUREAU (CRB) CHECKS
Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) checks must be completed by all youth (Under 18) coaches, umpires, scorers, team managers and any other people in frequent contact with children under 18 years of age. Team captains should complete one if they expect to have a regular number of under 18's in their side.

Cricket no longer is allowed a reciprocal arrangement with other sports beyond the 'recent 3 month 'guideline.

Teachers and social workers etc. need to complete these if not previously checked in the previous 3 months (from 11/11). Old LEA checks are not currently accepted by the ECB. If the check is recent, send copy of disclosure certificate to ECB or to Dave Nash at KCB 

CRB checks are valid from other organisations/sports/clubs IF done in last 3 months (copies needed - see above)

Complete forms carefully and in BLACK INK, following instructions carefully and providing 2 forms of ID such as a Passport, driving license, P45 or P60, bank statement, utilities bill. DO NOT OMIT ANY REQUIRED SECTION OR IT WILL BE RETURNED VIA CWO

Section X and accompanying check form can ONLY be completed by authorised persons (see list)- these must have been CRB checked, and authorised as signatory by ECB and placed on list of recognised signatories. Dave Nash will act as a signatory for Section X - clubs should in this case gather forms and ID's and send in a batch with a sae to 9, Bridge Down, Bridge, CT45AZ.

Certificate is then valid for 3 years before the need to renew.
Send completed CRB application forms to ECB Child Protection department at Lords.  There is an anticipated 6 week timescale for return with disclosures and certification. If forms are incorrectly completed this process will take longer
Overseas coaches

CRB checks only cover those living permanently in UK

Overseas coach or player intending to coach MUST produce an appropriate clearance certificate from home country (CRB type checks are done in Australia, NZ, S.Africa and Jamaica)

If coach is from another cricket playing country they should obtain Police Authority confirmation from that country indicating the coach is cleared to work with children.

Overseas coaches should attend 'First aid' course.

Coach with work permit - send it to CDO with signed Overseas Coach clearance form - he/she can coach once receiving ECB clearance regarding child welfare and health and safety

Clubs must notify ECB CP manager Tracey Younghusband, of full name, date of birth and origin of all overseas players working with children - confirm clearance has been obtained by completing & signing the 'Overseas Coach clearance' form to the ECB.
